	Bundesrat

* Represents interests of state government (edu and local issues)

* Each state selects reps (depends on population numbers)

	Federation Council

* 2 reps from each state

* State appoints council members

* Members approve presidents pick to fill government jobs



	
	House of Commons

* Lots of power

* Control budget

* Citizens elect them 

* Prime Minister comes from the group with the most votes
	Bundestag

* Most power

* Citizens elect members

* Members elect Chancellor who is the executive


	State Duma

* Larger

* 450 members elected by people

* Controls budget
* Makes laws
* Approves Presidents choice for Prime Minister
